Minutes of the Kemback, Pitscottie and Blebo Craigs Community Council Meeting

29th October 2012

Opening Remarks: Jack Lord, chairing the meeting,  welcomed people to the meeting held a little earlier than usual to respond to further issues of recent flooding and to allow for November 5th Bonfire and fireworks party which is sponsored by the Community Council. Chair reminded the meeting that Flooding Support meetings were held on Mondays at 4pm in the Kemback Church Hall, Dura Den.

Apologies: were received from Ruth Walker, Sheena Sturrock, and Cllr. Bryan Poole.

Twenty two people were in attendance.

Minutes of Previous Meetings: of August 20th were approved. Proposed by Elisabeth McInness; seconded by George Miller.
Matters arising:

Flooding: Chair invited a few words from Paul Hendy of the Scottish Flood Forum(SFF). The work on the weir at Grove House has reduced flooding risk and the community could breathe a sigh of relief. Drop in sessions are being well attended by different people in different situations. People feeling lack of communication about road rebuilding etc. The majority of those affected are moving forward with insurance claims in a positive light.  Mr Hendy asked that community bear with SFF as they are dealing with eight other communities that have been flooded.

Q: There is a problem of trees having fallen into Ceres burn. A: PH will raise that with council in email however land ownership needs to be resolved to determine who is liable for what. PH would be visiting Pitscottie on Thursday am from 10am to 2pm   Mike Thorpe (Fife Council) is aware of overhanging tree.

Q: Collapsed weir seems to be a success, however the next blockage is at the base of the waterfall at the Old Mill. Nobody from Fife Council had been at flood meeting. A: Cllr Kennedy had expectation for Kate Hughes to coordinate with flood forum and will follow up with that.

Rights of Way: Peaceable use of RofW is necessary. Couple of people walking is OK to maintain RofW but a large group with cameras might be considered provocative. It seems there are conflicting views on how to demonstrate right. Alison Irvine will be invited to next meeting to talk to that matter. Keep on agenda. 

Wind turbines: Graham Lang gave a presentation on local plans for more wind turbines. As there was no overall consensus on the matter with several people on either side of the discussion, the CC decided it could not therefore take a position either way.

Speed in Blebo: several local residents had met Gordon Hughes on a very wet day to outline areas of potential speeding danger. Speed monitoring was done by Fife Council. Julia Young had been advised that FC haven't yet analysed data. We will invite Gordon Hughes to next CC meeting. KOA.

Bus Shelter: We will also ask GH for update on shelter for Blebo B939 eastbound.

Pitscottie Bridge Damage: still not repaired so will ask for update on that too.

Planing Matters: There is some concern that Balgonie Bothy build may not be adhereing to stipulations of Scottish Government Reporter e.g. allowing corrugated sheeting when reporter had excluded it. It seems possible that Fife Council planning officials have allowed changes to what was stipulated.  Cllr Kennedy is investigating. Mr Lee is writing to Mr Martin, the Scottish government reporter.

Recent new driveway at Clatto Lodge is causing water to run over road constantly.  Secretary will add that to planning authority letter and will ask GH to look at bottom of Clatto loan.

We, along with thirty one other community councils have written to object to plans to centralise planning responsibilities away from local councillors’ scrutiny.

Treasurer: gave an interim summary report that our finances are healthy.

AOCB:

· Discussion continued about other flooding hotspots.  We will compile a list of these and pass to Cllrs Kennedy and Marjoram.

· It was noted that speeding occurs on Cupar road in Pitscottie and also on the B939. Earlier plans for traffic calming on the Cupar road had been opposed by local residents and farmer.

· Road closed sign in Dairsie should say resident access only as people still think they may get through.

· Cupar is to receive high speed broadband. Chair will request high speed broadband in our villages also.

· Can we get recycling in Church Hall car park ?   Defer to next meeting.

· Can we extend pavement from Pitscottie to Dura Den since road is being rebuilt will ask that it be put into planning of restoration.

· Cupar court petition: consultation for community courts is open (Scottish Government)  Cllr Marjoram will provide link to consultation.

· The next CC meeting will be preceded by a drinks reception at 6:30pm. £100 was authorised to pay for drinks and snacks.
